Summary

In this paper, the historical and ecclesiastical origins of the Triglia Minorasians
(nowadays Zeytinbag) settled in Rafina, with the additional historical information
on the location of the Local Ecclesiastical History of the Diocese they belonged to,
are examined. Local monasticism is invigilated as well, in accordance to Triglia’s
relations with the surrounding local churches and the Ecumenical Patriarchate. An
Orthodox-christian bishops’ list up to the Asia Minor catastrophe with historical
documentation is also included. A little after the initial settlement of the Triglian
refugees in Rafina, we have a source documenting their major expectations. Fi-
nally, a special reference is made to their care for the commonalities of their new
city, through cultural and ecclesiastical activities, with a focus on the emblematic
Church dedicated to the Dormition of the Virgin Mary (Pantovasilissa), one of the
first residential cores in the area.
